Rules and Regulations

Eligibility- The Tournament is open to the first 120 players who return a completed entry form with payment.
Players must either play in a permanent weekend time, or have a handicap established at Arrowhead.

Format- 36 hole stroke play event, gross and net divisions. After the first day, the field will be repaired, based
on score.

Prizes and Awards- A tee prize will be given to each competitor, and trophies will be awarded to the top
finishers. Lunch will be served after completion of play on Sunday.

Rules of Play- Play will be governed by the Rules of Golf as approved by the United States Golf Association.
All Rules questions will be settled by the Arrowhead Tournament Committee. All decisions shall be final.

Personal Appearance and Conduct- Players must be neat in appearance. Proper Golf Attire, including shirts
with collars, is required at all times. All contestants agree by their application to abide by the Rules of Conduct
of the Arrowhead Golf Club.

Power Carts and Caddies- Power carts and pull carts will be available at the player’s expense. No caddies will
be allowed.

Pace of Play- Slow play will not be tolerated. Players falling behind the group in front of them will receive a
verbal warning. If the gap is not closed in a reasonable amount of time, a two-stroke penalty will be assessed.
Entry Forms and Fees- For planning purposes, entry forms and the fee of $130 will be due by Sunday,
September 4 2011. No entries will be accepted after the deadline. Entry fees must be in the form of cash,
check, or credit cards. You cannot use merchandise only gift certificates or rain checks as payment for the club
championship.

Galleries- Galleries and spectators will not be allowed on the course during the event. This rule is in effect for
the safety and overall enjoyment of all participants.

Tee Times- Due to the nature of the event and the size of the field, special requests for tee times cannot be
accommodated. Tee times will fall between 6:00 &11:00 A.M.

Divisions- Players will automatically be entered in both the gross and net divisions, unless otherwise requested
by the player. Any senior player who wishes to play in the regular division can do so, but must play the blue
tees and will not be entered in the senior division.

Electronic Devices- Lasers, sky caddies or other measuring devices are allowed, provided they do not have a
slope feature. Cell phones and pagers are strictly forbidden during tournament round(s) and use will
result in immediate disqualification.
